Preventing Animal Cruelty in
Your Neighborhood

An observant neighbor can be a life-saver for a pet that is being mistreated. By
speaking up when you see a case of animal neglect or abuse, you can make a
huge difference in an animal’s life. Willful animal neglect and abuse are against
the law in North Carolina. Reporting these crimes shows that your community
does not tolerate cruelty to animals.

Here’s how you can help animals in situations of neglect or abuse:

Know the signs.

Not providing adequate food, water, shelter, or medical care for a pet is
considered neglect. If you see a dog chained or penned in the yard with poor
shelter, no food or water, this may be a case of neglect. It is also against the law
to willfully abandon an animal. Intentionally harming a pet, stray, or feral animal
is considered cruelty. Extreme forms of animal cruelty, such as hoarding, puppy
mills, and dog and cock fighting, can also happen in your neighborhood.

A neglected or abused animal may exhibit physical signs, including matted or
missing fur, flea and tick infestations, wounds or scars, heavy eye or nose
discharge, limping, weakness, and extreme thinness. Abused animals may cower
in fear from people or be overly aggressive. You may hear people talking about
harming an animal. In this case, you may be able to stop cruelty before it
happens.

Document the situation.

If you suspect animal cruelty or neglect of a pet or free-roaming animal, take
detailed notes about the situation, such as who and what you saw and when and
where the incident occurred. If possible, and if you can do so safely, take
photographs or videos of the animal and its condition (without trespassing on
other’s property). This documentation will be helpful to law-enforcement
officers responding to the case. Make copies to keep for your own records as
well.

Speak up.

In some cases of neglect, a pet owner may be unable, physically or financially,
to care for their pet adequately. If you have a neighbor in this situation, you may
consider politely informing them about low-cost veterinary care services, or
assisting them with finding a new home for the pet. See www.encorepets.org for
resources in our area.

Contact Carteret County Animal Control or Carteret County Sherriff’s
Department to report abused or neglected animals. Provide the officer with your
documentation of the neglect or abuse. If you wish, you can remain anonymous.
Even if you’re not sure if a case is abuse or not, it is best to contact law
enforcement. The officer may visit the home and conduct an investigation. If the
pet’s condition is dire, it may be removed from the home. Otherwise, the officer
may issue a warning to the owner and instruct them on how to improve the
animal’s living conditions. The officer will return to make sure changes are
made. Once you have reported the neglect or abuse to Animal Control or the
Sherriff’s Department, it’s a good idea to make a polite follow up call to make
sure the case is being resolved. Remember, abused and neglected animals suffer
in silence. Please speak up for them!
